EUBP Children Participate in Province -Wide Program Activities  

The students of the English-Ukrainian Bilingual Program participate in activities sponsored and organized by MPUE. This 
past April and May our children were fortunate to participate in 3 special activities: Grade 4 Leo Mol Garden and Hindu 
Cultural Centre Fieldtrip, Grade 5 Visit to the Legislature, and the Grade 6 Camp held for 3 days at St. Andrews College 
at the University of Manitoba. These activities were special educational events as well as bringing together students from 
all schools in the EUBP thus allowing children to meet and build friendships around 
the province. 

The Leo Mol Garden and Hindu Cultural Centre Fieldtrip for the grade 4's was 
created to provide two cultural experiences. One to visit a famous Ukrainianôs, Mr. 
Leo Mol, Sculpture Gardens at Assiniboine Park and to learn about his amazing life. 
A second was to experience a different culture, this year Hindu, including East 
Indian culture and food was chosen. The children enjoyed learning about a culture 
very different from their own. 

The Grade 5 Legislative fieldtrip took our students to the Legislative Building to 
participate in a scavenger hunt to identify current and historical landmarks. 
Afterwards the group toured the building and enjoyed a special treat of visiting 
Minister Rosann Wowchuk's office. One hundred children and chaperones entered the office and then followed by 
having lunch in the Legislatureôs cafeteria.
